Tariff Preferences

Under Closer Economic Partnership Arrangement, on Jan. 1, the number of tariff lines of zero tariff rate (HS 8-digit level) provided by mainland China  rose to 1623 and 1215 for products originated from Hong Kong and Macao respectively. 

 

Under the Free Trade Agreement between China and Pakistan, China further reduced tariff rates. So far, 6289 tariff lines (HS 8-digit level) originated from Pakistan have enjoyed the agreement tariff rates.

 

Under Asia Pacific Trade Agreement, so far, 1778 products (HS 8-digit level) originated from Republic of Korea, India, Sri Lanka, Bangladesh and Laos have enjoyed the agreement tariff rates.

 

On Jan 1, 2011, China further reduced tariff rates on the products under China-Chile Free Trade Agreement, so far, 7080 tariff lines (HS 8-digit level) originated from Chile have enjoyed the agreement tariff rates.

 

Under China-ASEAN Free Trade Agreement, there is no change.
 

In 2011, China continued to  implement the tariff schedule under China-New Zealand Free Trade Agreement. So far, 7091 tariff lines (HS 8-digit level) originated from New Zealand have enjoyed the agreement tariff rates,and the average preferential rates is 2.2%.

 

Under China-Singapore Free Trade Agreement, there is no change.
Under China-Peru Free Trade Agreement, until 2011, there had been 6855 tariff lines  (HS 8-digit level) originated from Peru covered by the preferential treatment. The average agreement tariff rates is 4.5% in 2011.
 
In 2011, according to Cross-Straits Economic Cooperation Framwork Agreement, Mainland China applied  the agreement tariff rates on 557 tariff lines  (HS 8-digit level) originated from Chiese Taipei, and the average tariff rate is 4.6%.

From August 1, 2011, according to  the Free Trade Agreement of China and the Republic of Costa Rica, China applied  the agreement tariff rates on 7055 ariff lines  (HS 8-digit level), and the average tariff rate is 4.4%. .

China continues to provide unilateral special preferential tariff rates on certain products originated from 41 Least Developed Countries. 4788 tariff lines  (HS 8-digit level) enjoyed the zero tariff rates in 2011.

	Financial Services
 
Banking
Since 2009, China has taken 3 unilateral preferential measures:
1. Allow foreign-funded corporate banks to underwrite the financial bonds issued in the inter-bank bond market.
2. Allow foreign-funded corporate banks to issue financial bonds in the inter-bank bond market in China.

3. Allow foreign-funded corporate banks to issue financial bonds of Reminbi in Hong Kong.

Insurance

The China Insurance Regulatory Commission (CIRC) has completed its Financial Sector Assessment Program (FSAP). Based on the recommendations from the FSAP team, the CIRC has promulgated the Tentative Measures on Business Transfer of Insurance Companies, and put it into effect on October 1, 2011. This new rule aims to facilitate the insurers’ winding-up or exit from the  market.

Securities
New regulations (from July 2010 to July 2011)
Provisions on Borrowing Subordinated Debts by Securities Companies (issued in September, 2010)

These provisions have been formulated in order to regulate the business of borrowing subordinated debts by securities companies. These provisions group two-year long subordinated debts into long-term debt and short-term debt, allow securities companies borrow the subordinated debts to meet the requirements of liquidity while conducting underwriting business of stocks and bonds.

Decisions on Revising Administrative Measures on Offering and Underwrting of Securities (issued in October, 2011)
These measures have been formulated in order to regulate the conduct of securities offering and underwriting, protect the legislative rights of investors. These measures apply to the issuer which issue stocks or convertible corporate bonds, and the securities companies which underwrite securities, the investors who subscribe stocks issued domestically.

Provisional Rules on Releasing Study Report of Securities (issued in Octobor, 2011)
Provisional Rules on Business of Securities Investment Consultant (Issued in octobor, 2011)

The above two Rules have been formulated to regulate securities companies and securities investment consultants which conduct relaeasing study report and securities consulting, protect the legislative rights of investors, maintain the order of the securities market.

Guidelines for the Participation in Stock Index Futures Trading by Qualified Foreign Insititutional Investors (issued in May, 2011)

These Guidelines have been formulated pursuant to provisions such as the Measures for the Administration of Securities Investment in China by Qualified Foreign Insititutional Investors in order to regulate the participation in stock index futures trading by qualified foreign insititutional investors. For the purposes of these Guidelines, the term ‘stock index futures’ means financial futures contracts, the subject matter of which is a stock price index, which are approved by the China Securities Regulatory Commission and listed and traded on the China Financial Futures Exchange.

Admisnistrative Rules on Selling of Securities Investment Fund (issued in June, 2011)

These Rules have been formulated to regulate the selling of securities investment fund, protect the healthy development of securities investment fund market. The selling of securities investment fund include the marketing of securities fund, selling of fund unit, subscription and redemption of securities fund.

The procedures of examination and approval for foreign investment enterprises in film industry ha been streamlined since 2011. After seeking comments from the local administrative department in charge of film industry of the province, the local commerce administrative department of the province shall, in accordance with related laws on foreign investment, exercise the procedures of examination and approval, submit it to Ministry of Commerce and SARFT for the records, and issue the Certificate of Approval for Foreign Investment Enterprise for the foreign investment enterprise approved to be set up.

Health Related & Social Services
1. The Notice on Issuing Regulations on the Management of Wholly Hong Kong/Macao-owned Hospitals and Notice on Issuing Regulations on the Management of Wholly Chinese Taipei-owned Hospitals were promulgated on December 22, 2010 and took  into  effect on January 1, 2011. 
2. On January 25, 2011, the Notice on Adjusting the Approval Authority on Sino-foreign Joint Venture Medical Institutions came into force. 
3. Since January 25, 2011，the Ministry of Health of China has delegated the approval authority to provincial health departments, and then 10 Sino-foreign joint venture medical institutions have been approved by provincial health departments.

Tourism and Travel Related Services
In 2011, China made progress in further opening up and reducing the limitations on the entry of tourism market in China. CNTA announced the first 3 pilot travel agencies to operate the outbound travel business in China during the trial period in May, 2011, namely TUICHINA, CITSAMEX and JTB NEW CENTURY INTERNATIONAL TOURS CO.,LTD. according to the Provisional Measures on Administration of the Trial Operation of Outbound Tourism Business by the Sino-foreign Joint-venture Travel Agencies in China jointly issued by the National Tourism Administration of China (CNTA) and the Ministry of Commerce of China in August, 2010. Further, all the top 10 international hotel management companies have operated in China’s tourism market.

2. 2. The Decision on Revising Management Method of Acceptance Check for Completion of Housing Construction Projects and Public Basic Infrastructural Projects was issued on October 19, 2009.
3. Regulation on Quality Supervision and Management of Housing Construction and Public Basic Infrastructural Projects was issued on August 1, 2010.
Real estate services 
1. 1. Notification on Relevant Issues of Further Strengthening the Supervision of Real Estate Market and Improving Pre-Sale System of Commodity Housing was issued on April 13, 2010 with a view to ensuring the healthy development of the real estate market.
2. Notification on Further Standardizing Management of Housing Purchase by Overseas Agencies and Individuals was issued on Nov.4, 2010 with a view to curbing excessive real estate price increase and regulating housing purchase by overseas agencies and individuals.
Urban Planning
1. Method of Approval on the Compilation of Urban System Planning within Provincial Jurisdiction was issued on April 25, 2010 and took into effect on July 1st , 2010 with a view to making the provincial urban system planning more scientific.
2. Method of Approval of Controlled Detailed Planning for Cities and Townships was issued on December 1, 2010 with a view to promoting the urban planning system development to meet the new requirements and trends.

Temporary Regulation on the Practicing and Management of Registered Civil Engineers(Petrologist) was issued on June 10, 2010 with a view to strengthening the management of registered civil engineers to ensure the quality and safty of the petrological engeering projects.

	Competition Policy


	1. Competition Policy and Laws
In order to further enhance the operability of the Anti-Monopoly Law and predictability, certainty and transparency of competition policy, China issued the following regulations:

Ministry of Commerce (MOFCOM) issued the Interim Provision on Evaluation of the Competitive Effects of Concentrations of Undertakings(effective from Sep.5,2011), illustrating the factors of evaluating competitive effects of concentrations of undertakings as listed in Article 27 of the Anti-Monopoly Law, enhancing the operability of the law and the enforcement transparency.
State Administration for Industry and Commerce (SAIC) issued three regulations (all effective from Feb.1, 2011) as follows: the Provisions on Prohibition of Monopoly Agreements, the Provisions on Prohibition of Abuse of Dominant Market Position and the Provisions on Prohibition of Abuse of Administrative Power to Eliminate or Restrict Competition, specifying the existing provisions on non-pricing-related monopoly agreements, abuse of dominant market position and administrative power to eliminate or restrict competition. These regulations  enhanced the enforcement transparency.
National Development and Reform Commission (NDRC) issued the Provisions on Anti-Pricing Monopoly and the Provisions on Administrative Enforcement Procedures of Anti-Pricing Monopoly (both effective from Feb.1, 2011), specifying the existing provisions under the Anti-Monopoly Law on pricing-related monopoly agreements and abuse of dominant market position and administrative power to eliminate or restrict competition under the Anti-Monopoly Law. These regulations enhanced the enforcement transparency.
2. Enforcement Agency

By the middle of December 2011, MOFCOM had concluded reviews of 374 merger cases, among which 363 have been cleared without conditions, 10 have been cleared with conditions and 1 has been prohibited.

China launched anti-monopoly investigation against China Telecom and China Unicom for broadband access anti-monopoly activities.

Chinese Anti-Monopoly Enforcement Agencies actively carried out the Anti-Monopoly Law Advocacy Activities.

3. Activities in International Fora

In July 2011, three Chinese Anti-Monopoly Enforcement Agencies and the U.S Federal Trade Commission and Department of Justice concluded the Memorandum of Understanding on Antitrust and Anti-Monopoly Cooperation in Beijing with a view to further enhancing cooperation in anti-monopoly areas between China and United States. 
The Second BRICs International Competition Conference was held in Beijing in September 2011. The cooperative mechanism among the competition enforcement authorities of China, Russia, India, Brazil and South Africa was further enhanced.

MOFCOM continued to conduct EU-China Competition Policy Dialogue with the EU, and kept contact with the competition enforcement authorities of UK, Japan, Korea etc., and participated in the international seminars organized by UNCTAD, APEC and OECD.

	Government Procurement


	Since October 2010, China has taken the following measures:

Value for Money

1. Strictly review the government procurement budget, initiate the government procurement planning compilation system, and strengthen management of government procurement plans. 

2. Standardize the bid evaluation procedures.

3. Strengthen training and publicity, and enhance the ability of the procuring entities. 
Open and Effective Competition

1.  Encourage competition. Require procurement items to use competitive procurement method.

2. Further strengthen supervision and management of government procurement to save procurement funds. 

3. Start to establish a trading system of government procurement management , and continuously improve the government procurement  management scientifically and meticulously. Promote the transformation of the website of Chinese government procurement and expand  influence of the website. 
Fair dealing

1. Carry out query response and complaint settling in accordance with relevant laws. 

2. Streamline the procedures for application and approval, to enhance the approval transparency and improve efficiency.
Accountability
1.Strengthen the management of procurement documents and contracts. 
2.The audit department reviews and supervises the procurement activities of all units.
Non-discrimination

1. China is still in the process of GPA accessing negotiations.
2. According to the provisions of the Government Procurement Law, the products produced by foreign-invested enterprises in China are treated equally as those produced by Chinese enterprises. 
	 
Value for Money
Improve government procurement planning management system, and strengthen the management on the government procurement budget and planning.

 
Open and Effective Competition
Promote norms and fairness of the government procurement process vigorously, improve the evaluation method of government procurement, and further improve the  accreditation and supervision of government procurement intermediaries.

Conduct research to formulate non-tender  methods of government procurement  management.

	1. China participated in the ABTC Scheme on February 22, 2002 and put it into effect in October, 2003. To date, China has processed around 185,688 applications from foreign applicants and 9,761 from local applicants.
2. In 2011, China released Satndards for Essential Capabilities of Immigration Inspection Officers with a view to further enhancing the quality and performance of immigration inspection staff.
3. From Janurary 1, 2012, foreigners holding Chinese permanent residence permits and foreign crew members are exempeted from filling out the arrival and departure card when entering or exiting from China.

	Transparency


	Government Procurement

1.The government procurement information and newly promulgated laws and regulations are published by the designated media timely. Since Nov.2010, about 400,000 pieces of procurement information have been published. 

2.The suppliers can raise challenges and complaints on any government procurement items that do not meet with the requirements for transparency.
IPR

In recent years, in order to adapt to the IPR development, the IPR related laws and regulations such as the Patent Law, the Copyright Law and the Regulation of Customs Protection of Intellectual Property Rights were amended and promulgated, which can be acquired by internet or other ways. Before these IPR related laws and regulations were revised finally, related departments released drafts to the public to solicit their opinions. The IPR administrative and judicial departments released information on the procedure of application, examination and approval, judgments and decisions on their official websites separately, where the IPR protection progress would also be disclosed timely. In addition, the State Intellectual Property Office of China has published the White Paper on the Intellectual Property Protection every year since 1998, which has fully introduced the annual progress and achievement, the situation of register and grant and so on. Meanwhile, China communicated with other economies or interested parties which were involved in the IPR issues by means of bilateral meetings and seminars.
	Government Procurement

Establish a national trading system of government procurement management, including requirements of existing laws and regulations on information bulletin, bid evaluation process, procurement methods, contract management, to enhance transparency in government procurement.

IPR

The amendments to the Trademark Law are in the process.
The amendments to the Copyright Law are in the process.
