- Promulgated series of legal documents on enforcement of intellectual property rights, including: Criminal Code, Criminal Procedure Code, Civil Code, Civil Procedure Code, Intellectual Property Law; Ordinance on Handling Administrative Violations; Decrees of the Government on sanctioning administrative violations in the fields of industrial property rights, copyright and related rights, and plant varieties; Decrees of the Government guiding the implementation of the Customs Law (including provisions related to intellectual property rights); Circulars of concerned ministries and authorities guiding the enforcement of intellectual property rights, including joint circulars of the Supreme People’s Court and related ministries/competent authoties providing guidance for penal liability for infringements of intellectual property rights as well as providing guidance for application of some legal provisions in disputes settlement on intellectual property rights at courts.

- Effectively and continuously implemented Action Plan No. 168/CTHD/VHTT-KH&CN-NN&PTNT-TC-TM-CA dated 19 January 2006 of Ministries of Culture and Information (now Culture, Sport and Tourism), Science and Technology, Agriculture and Rural Development, Finance, Trade (now Industry and Trade), and Public Security on cooperation to prevent and combat against IPR violation for the period 2006-2010.
- Promulgated Instruction No.04/2007/CT-TTg dated 22 February 2007 of the Prime Minister on strengthening software copyright protection and thanks to that, enhancing the effectiveness of copyright protection, especially ensuring that Government bodies use copyrighted software;

- On 12 November 2007, Office of the Government issued Note No. 6512/VPCP-V.I informing a direction of the Prime Minister to select the date of 29 November as “counterfeit and piracy combating day”.

- On 08 September 2008, the Prime Minister promulgated Directive No. 28/2008/CT-TTg on urgent measures against counterfeits and low quality goods.

- Capacity building activities relating to intellectual property enforcement were enhanced.

- In the field of intellectual property rights enforcement, Viet Nam continued its efforts to strengthen the enforcement activities of intellectual property rights, contributing to a transparent business environment, creating good conditions for right holders to use, exploit and protect their intellectual property rights; and ensuring full implementation of international commitments in the WTO framework.

- Legal documents of IP enforcement is improved. Various of new legal documents were issued, including: Law on Handling of Administrative Violations; Customs Law (new); Law on amendments and supplements of the Criminal Code; Decrees of the Government on sanctioning administrative violations in the fields of IP (replaced Decrees issued previously, respectively); Decrees of the Government guiding the implementation of the new Customs Law (including provisions related to intellectual property rights); Circulars of concerned ministries and authorities guiding the enforcement of intellectual property rights.

- On 06 June 2011, the Prime Minister issued Directive No. 845/CT-TTg on strengthening the enforcement of industrial property rights.

- From 2012 to 2017, the IP Viet Nam was the focal point to implement the Project on “Strengthening enforcement of IP rights in Viet Nam” focused on: strengthening capacity of the IP Viet Nam and other Viet Nam's IP rights enforcement agencies; strengthening the linkage between the IP Viet Nam and other Viet Nam's IP enforcement agencies, including the study on setting up information gathering and sharing networks between those agencies; raising public awareness of IP rights.

- On 22 August 2019, the Prime Minister signed Decision No.1068/QD-TTg approving the Intellectual Property Strategy until 2030. This is the first time Viet Nam has issued a national strategy on intellectual property, marking a new development step in the field of intellectual property, affirming that intellectual property is an important tool contributing to promoting innovation activities as well as economic, cultural and social development of the country.
- Capacity building activities relating to intellectual property enforcement are continuously enhanced.

In terms of ASEAN Single-window mechanism, Viet Nam has officially connected and exchanged data about C/O form D with Singapore, Malaysia, Indonesia, Thailand, Brunei and Cambodia. Within the first 11 months of 2019, the total amount of digital files which has been exchanged between nations is 137.580 files, reflecting a 19% increase in comparison with the figure in 2018.

On December 07th of 2019, the Minister of Industry and Trade has signed the Decision no.3624/QDD-BCT regarding the issuing of the Statute of granting digital Certificate of origin (C/O) form D. regarding the performance of this Decision, starting from January 1st 2020, Grating C/O form D for export products to Singapore, Malaysia, Indonesia, Thailand, Brunei and Cambodia will proceed at level 4 which mean complete through internet, and paper form are no longer be acceptable and stop the issuance of paper C/O is no longer available. It creates a significant breakthrough in the process of administrative reform, in which companies have no longer needed to be presented at C/O granting organisation to submit C/O file and have no longer needed to wait for the process of sending and receiving C/O in paper form.

The Ministry of Industry and Trade, coordinating with The Ministry of Finance, are preparing all conditions for the exchanging of C/O with other partners such as Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU) and Korea.

	After peaking in 2017, trade has signs of slowing down in 2018 and recover gradually by 2019. However, due to the social crisis in Chile, expected in 2020 bilateral trade will face many difficulties.
In 2019, trade turnover between Vietnam - Chile is estimated at 1.32 billion USD, up 21.6% compared to 2018. In particular, exports of Vietnam is estimated at more than $ 1 billion increased 28.8% compared with 2018, reaching more than 316 importers million, up 3% compared to 2018.

The two countries have sufficient mechanisms and framework of cooperation for the development of bilateral relations: Vietnam FTA - Chile effective from January 2014 to create growth for bilateral trade relations. Mechanism Council Vietnam free trade -Chile regular meetings to review the problems in the process of implementing the FTA, both in Santiago III meeting in October 7/2018.

CPTPP Chilean Congress has not been adopted yet lead to 2 countries take advantage of the opportunity of this Agreement.

Implement effective implementation of free trade agreements Vietnam - Chile. Although only includes commitments on goods, excluding commitments on services and investment but Vietnam FTA - Chile was created to boost economic ties - trade between the two countries.
